The Lokpal and Lokayuktas Bill 2011, approved by Parliament on December 17, 2013, was enacted
as the Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013, after receiving the President's assent on January 1, 2014.
Effective from January 16, 2014, it was amended once in 2016. The Lokpal, comprising a chairperson
and eight members, half of whom are judicial members, is tasked with investigating corruption
allegations against certain public officials. These officials include the prime minister, Union
ministers, Members of Parliament, and government officials in Groups A, B, C, and D. Members
serve a term of five years or until they reach 70 years of age, whichever comes first.
